The National Archives of India is primarily a repository of
non-current records of the Government of India and it is holding
them in trust for the use of administrators and historians.
However, in view of the increasing importance of private papers
and documents &s source material for historical research, this
Department has been acquiring old documents and private papers
ol eminent persons, who have made 28 signal contribution N
our history. This vyast and rich coliection of documents and
papers dating back to 17th century has besn acquired mainly
through denations, and gifts from & variety of sources.

The major collections of private papers are those of Mahatma
Gandhi, Dr. Rajendra Prasad, Dadabhai Maaroji, Field Marshal K.
M. Cariappa, P. S Sivaswarmy Alyer. M. R. Jayakar and Purushottam
Dag Tandon. These papers offer insight into different phases of
our freedom struggle. hesides providing information on our
customs, habits, rituals and social practices. Of the old docurnents
+he brochure includes only twa collections, namely the Haldiva
and the Inayat Jang Collections,” which are indeed useful 1o
scholars working on the political, sociel and economic scenario
of the 17th to 18th centuries.

Kept and preserved in a scientific manner and provided with
a suitable reference media, all these papers and documents are
available for consultation by the ponafide research scholars, as
per the National Archives of India Historical Research Rules.
These papers have been arranged in &n alphabetical arder under
three separate headings @ li) Private Papers of Erinent Persons,
(i) Documents irn Persian and Rajasthani and i) Newspapers
and Press cutlings. Their inclusive years have also been indicated
in brackets against gach entry.

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AMBEDKAR PAPERS (1920—1954)

Dr. Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar was born on 14 April 1891 at
Mhow: received his higher education in the U.S.A. and U.K;
started legal practice at Bombay High Court in June 1924,
appointed Professor in the Government Law College, Bombay.,
1928 started political career with his entry into the Bombay
L egisiative Assernbly in 1926; founded the Independent Labour
Party of India in October 1936, and in April 1942 farmed the
Schaduled Castes Federation as an Allindia Political Party,
Mamber, Governor-General's Executive Council, July 1942—March
1948; Member, Constituent Assembly, and alse Chairman, Drafting
Committee to frame the Constitution of India; first Law Minister
in the Central Cahinet (1947—1851}; resigned 1 October 1 961,
died on 6 December 1955; Publications include The Problem
of the Rupss and Ranade, Gandhi and Jinnah.

BADRUDDIN TYABJI PAPERS (1871—1919)

Badruddin Tyabji was born on 16 October 1844 in Bambay;
oined the Middle Temple, London and was called to the Bar
in 1867 was the first Indian barrister al the Bormbay High Court,
and became a Judge of this Court in 1805; acted as Chief
Justice in 1902; entered public life after three years at the Bar,
hecame 3 Membper of the Bombay Legslative Council in 1882;
presided over the Third Session of the Indian National Congress
in Madras, 1867 eariier in 1876 along with his brother Carnruddin,
was responsibie for establishing the Anjuman-i-lslam in Bembay
for the uplift of the Muslims, a social reformer; campaignad
against the pardah all bis life: died in Londen an 19 Setpember
1908.

The collection containg 1122 items/lelters comprising mainly
Radruddin Tyabji's correspondence.

Bonarsidas Chaturvedi was born on 24 December 1892 at
Forozabad in Agra district, a writer and a journalist, he was
interested in the study of the problems of Indian settlers abroad;
Member of the Rajya Sabha (1952— 964): espoused the cause
of Hiridi as Rashtra Bhasha: sent 1o Kenya, Uganaa, Tanganayika
and Zanzibar in 1924 by the Indian National Cengress; nis
writings in The Modern Review and Vishal Bharat hignlighted
the sad plignt of the Indian settlers in those countries: also
produced biographical Iiterature on the revolutionaries and took
up the problems facing the famifies of Indian martyrs.
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The collection contains 8,444 items comprising correspondence,
articles, photographs, press clippings. books and neriodicals.

BHULABHAI DESAl PAPERS (1899—1965)

Bhulabhai Desai was born on 13 Qctober 1877; started career
as a Professor of English and history at tné Gujarat College in
Anmedabad: simultaneously passed the LLB. Examination; was
enrolled as an Advocate of the Bombay High Court on 22
December 1905; called upon by Mahatma Gandhi to assist in
the Bardoli Enquiry conducted in connection with the 'No Tax'
Satyagraha campaign, 1922; associated with Annie Besant's
Home Rule League; also a member of the Liberal Party for many
years; |oined the Indian National Congress in 1930, and served
the Party in various capacities; his last memorable achieverment
was his defence of the Indian National Army personnel at the
Red Fort Trial towards the end of 1945

The collection contains about 200 items comprising letters,
extracts from books, speeches, diary and press clippings.

C. F. ANDREWS PAPERS (1813—1918)

Charles Freer Andrews was born on 12 February 1871 al
Nawecastle-or-Tyne (England); came to Indiz on 20 March 1904
to join the Cambridge Brotherhood and teach at St. Stepnen's
Cellege, Delhi; intimately associated with important aspects o
our cauntry's life; advocated complels independence for Ingia,
but insisted that action should be peaceful ana constitutional,
his concern for the poor earmed him the tile of 'Dinabandhu’
from Mahatama Gandhi; toured the United States, U.K,, Australia,
New Zzaland, Fiji, Ceyon (Sri Lanka), Scuth Africa zna ather
places and took up the cause of the Indians satiled thers; diec
in Calcutta on & April 1840,

DADABHAI NAORQJI PAPERS (1852—1917)

Dadashal Naorcji was oo on 4 September 1825 in Gomoay;
graduated in 184%; joined the Ciphinstone Institute, Bombay as
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Head Assistant; pecame an Assistant Professor of Mathematics
and Natural philosophy in this very College in 1850 and a
Professor in 1854, left for London in 1855 to join the Parsi
firrn, Cama & co.. of which he was & pariner; nominated as
Prafessor of Gujarati in the University College, Londen 1 B56—1868;
appointed as Dewan of Baroda State in 1874; offered a seat
in the Bombay Legislative Council in 1885; first Indian 10 be
slected to the Houst of Commons, 1292 1895; sppointed a
Member of the Royal Commission on Indian Expenditure (Welby
Cornmission) in 1397, tock a leading part in the founding of
the Indian National Congress, and became its President thrice,
in 1826, 1893 and 1906. Author of Poverty and Un-British
Rule in India.

Ganesh Shrikrishna Khaparde was born on 27 August 1854
at Ingoli (Berar); a close associate of Tilak and belonged to the
extremist group in the Congress; took active part in civic and
social atfairs of Amraoti; President of the Amraoti District Council,
1890 1907; Member, Congress deputation to Viceroy on
Constitutional Reforms, 13717, clected member of the Central
Legislative Assembly in 1920 and remained so till 1925; a social
reformer; campaigned againstuntouchability; died on 1 July 1938,
